SCHOLARSHIP ELIGIBILITY AND APPLICATION 

INSTRUCTIONS 
 

The purpose of the National Postal Mail Handlers Union Scholarship Program is to 

provide financial assistance to Mail Handlers and/or their family members who are seeking to 

further their education beyond high school.  The program will award a minimum of 25 

scholarships (5 per Region) in the annual amount of at least $1,000, renewable for up to four (4) 

years or until the completion of the degree, whichever occurs first (for a minimum of $4,000 per 

recipient over 4 years).  Additional and/or larger scholarships may be awarded, depending upon 

the number of applicants and the number of renewals each year. 

 
ELIGIBILITY 
 
 
1. Applicants must be a Mail Handler Union craft member employed by the United States 

Postal Service, or a “family member” of such a member of the NPMHU.  For these purposes, 

“family member” includes the spouse or legal dependent of the member. 

2. Applicants must be a high school graduate, have the equivalent of a high school degree, or be 

graduating from high school on or before August 31, 2005. 

3. Applicants must have maintained a cumulative grade point average of 2.8 or higher 

throughout high school and/or college. 

4. Applicants must follow and complete the Application Procedure set forth below. 

5. To ensure that their college or other post-secondary institution receives the scholarship funds 

awarded, each successful applicant will be required to provide the Scholarship Committee 

with written verification that he/she has been accepted by an accredited institution of higher 
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learning, including a two- or four-year college, vocational institution, trade or technical 

school, or other institute of higher learning.  (Students pursuing graduate degrees are not 

eligible to receive a scholarship.)  This written verification is not needed until after a 

scholarship is awarded. 

6. National Officers and national staff of the National Postal Mail Handlers Union, and their 

family members, are not eligible for these scholarships. 

7. All decisions to award scholarships will be made by an independent, three-member 

committee of distinguished academics. 

 
APPLICATION PROCEDURE 
 
 
Applicants must submit complete applications and the related materials listed below to the 

Scholarship Committee on or before March 15, 2005.   The application will not be considered 

complete, and will not be reviewed, until all the information has been received.  If the 

application is not complete by the deadline, the applicant will not be included in the applicant 

pool.
